     As you may already know, we have elected to split the former Flute Fiesta into two separate events due to scheduling constraints.  The competition portion, open to AFA members in grades K-12, will be held on two separate days in March.  You may sign up for either date.  By March 1st, you will receive your performance time for the date that you have selected.

What is the same?  You will still play your piece with your accompanist for two judges.  The only other people in the room will be those that you invite.  We will present each participant with a certificate, a ribbon and the judges’ written comments. The judges will select up to three outstanding performers in each category.  

What is different? You will only need to show up at your assigned time to play your piece.  The outstanding performers will be invited to play on an honors recital on Sunday, March 28 at 2pm at Charles Piano, 5000 Menaul Blvd. NE. 

     We encourage you to take advantage of this performance opportunity, whether or not you are interested in the competition aspect of it.  For high school students, it’s an extra chance to play the piece you are playing for solo & ensemble (after all that work, it will be nice to get to do it more than once!).  For those of you trying out for the AYS program it’s a chance to perform your audition piece.   And the rest of you have been working hard all year and deserve a chance to show your stuff!
